The Italian architect Paolo Sironi (1858-1927) is the main representative of
Liberty style in Bologna. He designs and builds many ‘villini’, small urban villas,
that characterize fragments of the expanding city.

It is certainly important to convey this Italian Liberty exponent and contextualise
his stylish choices, very close to Brussels’ models; indeed, it is even more
important to analyse the change of mentality in relation with bourgeois typology
of residential constructions.

In particular, this presentation will focus on the transition operated by many
clients from an eclectic taste, in Bologna mainly centred on the neo-
renaissance style, to the new Liberty style, where any reference to historicism
disappears and the curved lines prevail. After all, this transition has not only
formal evidence, but it also involves cultural and sociological issues
