Abstract in English of your presentation (maximum 1,000 characters) 
 
The thesis "Prints. The fabrics of the Factory La Espanya Industrial (1847-
1903)" is about textile printing and design in this enterprise of Barcelona. This 
was the most successfull cotton printing factory in Spain during the second half 
of ninetheenth century. The thesis is a study of the history, science and design 
in the factory, and a catalogue of the works, most of all inedits, that include 
fabrics, designs for textile printing and sample books. This paper shows inedit 
fabrics of the last years of ninetheenth century, and explains that the success 
of the factory was related to the circulation of designs from France to 
Barcelona, and the incorporation of the Art Nouveau trends.
