THE ICONOGRAPHIC MEANING OF “THE

This paper presents the result of the author research on the work “The
Kiss (the lovers)” by Gustav Klimt from the perspective of iconography. For the
understanding of “The Kiss” is necessary to examine several works made by
the Scottish artists Charles Rennie Mackintosh and Margaret Macdonald
Mackintosh. The key point is that the canvas is a personal version of the
Ovidian fable of Apollo and Daphne, particularly of the moment he kisses her

while she is transforming into a laurel tree.
