This paper deals with the 5th Art Exhibition organized in 1907 by the Council of
the city of Barcelona, which in its turn was an echo of that held in Paris in 1900.
Despite the adverse circumstances, it was the most remarkable one among the art
exhibitions held before in the city, as it displayed around 2,000 artworks by artists from
different countries.
This research will examine trends and artistic connections between local and
international artists. And how this ephemeral exhibition, an intersection of the arts and
the swan song of institutional Modernisme, has a determinant role in defining the canon
of Catalan art in the MNAC collections
